BYLAWS
OF
THE

British and Bominion Social Club

ARTICLE . ORGANIZATION AND PURPOSES:

Section 1. Name:

The legal name of the organization is THE BRITISH AND DOMINION
SOCIAL CLUB. For purposes of these by-laws the organization may be
referred to as the “Club.”

Section 2. Structure:
The legal structure of the Club is that of a non-profit California corpora-
tion.

Section 3. Principal Office:

The principal office for the transaction of business of the Club is:

Section 4. Purposes:

The specific and primary purposes for which the Club is formed are:
(a) To bring together as members those residents of the United States of
America who, through birth, descent or marriage, have common British
interests and relationships.

(b) To promote, maintain and encourage such interests and rela-
tionships and to conduct a club for the purpose of providing for the
entertainment, recreation, social diversion and refreshment of its mem-
bers.



ARTICLE Il. MEMBERSHIP:

Section 1. AQualifications:

The membership of the Club shall consist of those adult persons, resi-
dents of the United States of America, who, through birth, descent or
marriage, have common British interests and relationships.

Section 2.Classification of Membership:

Members meeting the above qualifications shall be catagorized
as follows:

(a) LIFEMEMBERS: Those members of the first Executive Committee of
The Commonwealth Club of Southern California who completed the full
term of office.

(b) CHARTER MEMBERS: Members who joined The Commonwealth
Club of Southern California before March 1, 1964 and who have renewed
their membership each year, at the charter membership rate, by the
announced date for membership renewal. Charter members will enjoy all
the rights and privileges of regular membership.

(c) REGULAR MEMBERS: All those members other than as set forth in
(a) and (b) above, whose membership application has been accepted by
the Membership Committee and who are qualified under Section 1 of this
Article.

(d) HONORARY MEMBERS: Non-voting members who have been prop-
osed for membership by a Life, Charter or Regular member and con-
firmed by the Board of Directors.

Section 3. Voting Rights:
Each member shall be entitled to one vote on each matter submitted to a
vote by the members.

Section 4. Termination of Membership:
All the rights of a member of the Club shall cease upon the member's
death or the termination of membership.

Section 5. Membership Transfers and Proxy Votes:

(a) Club membership may not be transferred or assigned.

(b) Proxy voting shall not be permitted.

(c) A member shall not permit the use of his card by a non-member.

Section 6. Resignation:

A member, or members in the case of a married couple, will be considered
as having resigned if the appropriate dues have not been paid within the
period announced in the Club's magazine or other means approved by
the Board of Directors.

Section 7. Reinstatement:

A former member, or members in the case of a married couple, may be
reinstated upon payment of appropriate fees and acceptance by the
Board of Directors.

Section 8. Expulsion from Membership:

Any member may be expelled from membership for conduct contrary to
the best interests of the Club as determined by a two-thirds vote of all the
members of the Board of Directors upon the following procedure:

(a) The Board of Directors shall afford the member a proper hearing
before taking any action.

(b) The action of the Board of Directors to expel a member shall be
subject to confirmation by a two-thirds vote of those members present at



aduly convened meeting but only if the member requests that such matter
be put before the membership.

(c) If at any stage in these proceedings the member shall resign, or his
membership shall be terminated for any other reason provided under
these by-laws, then all pending action under this section shall be
dropped.

Section 9. Suspension from Membership:

Membership privileges may be suspended for a period of time to be
determined by a two-thirds vote of the Board of Directors upon the
following procedure: (a) Awritten report must be received by the Board
of Directors from a member who witnessed an alleged infraction of the
Club’s by-laws or general rules of behavior.

(b) The Board shall afford a proper hearing for the offending member.
(c) After due consideration of the facts presented, the Board shall com-
municate its decision to both parties in writing.

(diMembership shall be suspended in the following manner:

First offense- a warning letter or suspension as determined by the
board of directors.

Second offense- up to three (3) months suspension.

Third offense- up to six (8) months suspension.

Fourth offense- permanent suspension.

Section 10. Membership Records:

Acceptance and termination of each member shall be recorded in the
membership book, together with the appropriate dates.

Section 11. Membership Meetings:

(@) The annual general meeting shall be held in January of each year for
the purpose of electing directors and for the transaction of such other
business as may come before the meeting. Fifteen (15) days' notice of the
time and place of such annual meeting shall be given to the membership.
(b) Meetings of the membership may be called at any time by the Presi-
dent, or by three (3) members of the Board of Directors, or by twenty-five
(25) members in good standing, ort notification of the Secretary who shall
notify the membership at least fifteen (15) days prior thereto of the time,
place and purpose of such meetings.

(c) An prdinary general meeting shall be held in June of each year.

Section 12. Quorum:

Forty (40) members in good standing at any membership meeting shall
constitute a quorum.

Section 13. Gender:

All references to the masculine gender in these by-laws shall include the
feminine gender,

ARTICLE lI: BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. General Powers:

(a) The affairs of the Club shall be managed by its Board of Directors.
(b) Ewery director shall be properly qualified as a member of the Club as
described in Article I, Section 2 of these by-laws with the exception that
honorary members shall not be eligible for directorship.



Section 2. Number, Election and Term:

(a) Officers and directors shall be nine; the officers shall be the Presi-
dent, Vice-President, Treasurer and Secretary. There shall be five direc-
tors.

(b) Officers and directors shall be elected for a term of two years by the
members attending the Annual General Meeting but the regular election
of officers shall not take place in the same year as the regular election of
directors.

(c) The President shall not be elected for more than three consecutive
terms.

Section 3. Qualifications:

(a) All officers shall have been members in good standing for at least
two (2) full consecutive years prior to their election.

(b) All directors shall have been members in good standing for at least
one full year prior to their election.

(c) Nominees for the office of President shall have served as an
appointed or elected officer or director for at least two (2) full years
and their membership must not have lapsed since last Board service.

Section 4. Nomination and Electlon:

{a) The nomination and election of the officers of the Club shall take
place at the annual meeting of the membership held in odd numbered
years.

(b} If more than one nomination is made, election shall be by ballet. That
nominee receiving a majority of the ballots cast shall be elected. If no
nominee receives a majority, the nominee receiving the smallest number
of votes shall be dropped and a new ballot taken until one person shall
receive a majority of the ballots cast for each office.

Section 5. Exclusions:

A husband and wife may not serve together on the Board of Directors
under any circumstances, nor may any other persons related by blood or
marriage so serve together unless such relationship be disclosed upon
nomination for office and such pergons are elected by the membership
with knowledge of such relationship.

Section 6 Yacancies:

The Board of Directors shall have the power to fill any vacancy on the
Board occurring for any cause or reason other than expiration of term of
office whether such vacancy occurs in the list of officers or in the number
of elected directors. Such appointment to the Board shall be by majority
vote of the members of the Board properly notified for such purpose
whether or not a quorum is present. Such appointment shall be valid and
effective until formal action by the general membership shall be taken in
respect thereto.

Sectlon 7. Regular Meetings:

The Board of Directors shall hold at least one regular meeting each month
for the transaction of the business of the Club. Such meeting shall be held
on the Club premises and the day and time thereof shall be published in
the Club magazine.
